Analog, linear displacement 

transducers in this Inspection 

Station  precisely measure the 

height of inserts on this plas-

tic V-8 intake manifold. An 

Allen Bradley PLC, with a 

touch screen interface pro-

vides control for the system. 

This Calibration machine 

was designed to auto-

mate the adjustments of 

the control, greatly reduc-

ing customer returns for 

out of adjustment issues. 

The pressure settings for 

the control vary between 

10óHg vacuumñ 600PSI. 

Several horizontal bearing presses, 

like the one above, were built for a 

major electric motor manufacturer 

to assemble the bearings onto 

rotor shafts on a production line. A 

GE Fanuc PLC controls the station. 

This machine is designed to 

wash chips and coolant from 

a machined, cast  aluminum 

water crossover.  A chip con-

veyor system separates the 

chips from the solution, which 

is filtered and recycled.  It has 

(2) alternating stations to 

allow one to wash, while the 

other is being loaded, for 

increased capacity.   The 

crossovers are processed 

through several rinse and 

blow-off cycles before a final 

blow dry cycle.
